TO: Residents, Township of Tabernacle, New Jersey
Subject: Tabernacle Automated Emergency Call System
As you may be aware I advised the Township Committee that my greatest fear in emergency situations is the lack of an effective and efficient method to advise the residents of the township of an emergency as well as advising them on the proper actions to take.  Having been involved in emergency situations for over thirty years I am confident that the residents of this township will take the correct actions when they need to if they are properly advised in a timely manner. 
The purpose of this Memorandum is to outline the procedures we are putting in place to address this concern and to alert you in an emergency.  We are going to establish an Tabernacle Automated Emergency Call System.

The system will have two components:  Phone number data base; Internet/WEB based notification system.
Data Base:

The township is purchasing an Emergency Subscriber List (ESL) for the Township from Verizon.  Verizon is the 911 vendor for New Jersey and under State law must have access to all telephone company data bases in New Jersey.  The data base provided to Township OEM will consist of all landlines in the township including commercial, farm and residential, listed as well unlisted.  The data base will be updated weekly by Verizon. Note: The system will allow us to contact landlines only and not cell phones
Notification System:

Through the provider, Global Connect, Tabernacle Emergency Management will have a web based application which will provide access to all landline telephone numbers in the township.  In the event of an emergency situation an emergency message will be recorder advising township residents of the situation and actions to be taken.  The vendor will then call every phone number in the Tabernacle Automated Emergency Call System database.
For your part, you must be alert to the fact that you may get a recorded message from Tabernacle Emergency Management which may in many ways be similar to the dreadful tel-a-marketer calls we all get. For our part the message will start with the notice that it is an official emergency notification from Township OEM and will end with procedures to validate the message.  Additionally, if you have caller “ID” the call will be reflected as coming from Tabernacle Township (609-268-1220).
